All proposals are reviewed at editorial planning meetings for each issue of the magazine. When your proposal is selected for publication in an upcoming issue, CFA will contact you to inquire if you have availability in your schedule to provide the full column by the issue’s editorial deadline. In the event you are unavailable, we will reschedule your column to appear in a future issue.

Full feature stories typically run 1,400 – 1,800 words. Sometimes, editorial staff may edit the article for grammatical errors and to shorten its length based on space requirements. We may also reprint the article, with acknowledgment to your organization, in other CFA communications such as the Annual Directory and the CFA website. Upon submitting the full column, we may also require high-resolution (300 dpi) photos to accompany the story.
